d. Goal 2.5 5-Step Training

iii. Create something that explains the 5-Step Process and our group could help agencies going after grants or CTE funds.  Such as looking at data and how to use or How to introduce even if not part of New Look Projects.

2. Annual National STEM Equity Pipeline Meeting: Kristy will check with the postsecondary as one person will be attending, the ICSPS is sending 2-3 persons, Brenda P is opening to going, Joy could consider it but wants the opportunity to be open to those who have not gone as she went last year.  Need to register before Feb. 12 cut-off for early- bird registration. Action taken: Lynn, Lisa and Emilie from ICSPS and Debbie Potts will be attending and have registered. Tricia had put in a request to go but both she and Debbie are not traveling due to state restrictions on travel. 

3. 5-Step Training in IL – see discussion above “d”

4. Annual State Leadership Meeting – people were open to a virtual or an on-site meeting. Thought it might be good to do an on-site as next year less support from national project. If we do on-site then give enough notice time. Could do in conjunction with New Look sharing. Freda will talk with Lynn to coordinate.  Ideas for the meeting agenda included: 1. Create resources/tools/presentations that could be used by the members, 2. Talk about how to get local entities to be accountable for implementing the 5 step process or use data (could there be a state requirement if an agency takes Perkins $?), 3. Reinforce state team skills to provide TA, 4. Determine “how to motivate schools, what is in it for them, what they need to do.” Sarah, Lisa, Joy, Lynn, Debbie H. said the 29th was a good date for them to meet. The 30th was not a good date for Debbie H. 

5. Other: the group needs reminders and support to keep the project moving. Online needs assessment--check out the latest archive on the stemequitypiepline.org. Any requests on needs assessment topics? Freda has stats from webinars & IL participation.  Should be info from archive to use as well.
